e Organize and ask volunteers to support election campaigns at both the state and local
level, via endorsements, phone banking, doorbelling. and other campaign opportunities.

e Design and execute work plans for regional area to meet the needs of diverse multiethnic
communities, train up education advocates, and implement advocacy tactics and
strategies.
